ABSTRACT and FULL PAPER WRITING GUIDELINES
Papers may be submitted as an abstract, extended abstract, or full text file. The paper file must be prepared in Word Document format according to the following rules. The Word document file must be submitted (uploaded) to the address provided on the conference website. Submissions via email or physical mail will not be accepted. 

Paper text and page layout 
· Paper size: A4 (210 mm x 297 mm).

Margins: Top and bottom 2.5 cm, right and left 3.0 cm.

Font and size: Times New Roman, 12 points.

The text lengths are as follows.
Abstract: It should not exceed 2000 characters (with spaces).

Extended abstract: Maximum 3 pages, including figures, tables, and references. It may include sections such as title, authors, introduction, methods, discussion, results, author contribution statement, and references.
Full text: Maximum 10 pages, including figures, tables, and references. The content may include the following sections: title, authors, abstract, introduction, methods, discussion, results, author contribution statement, and references.
Page numbering: Page numbers should be centered at the bottom of each page.

Text: Single spaced, justified.
Color: Text, shapes, and tables should be black and white; coloring may be added if necessary.
· Paper title – 16 points, bold, first letters capitalized, centered.
Author names – 14 points, bold, first letters capitalized, centered.

Author Addresses – 12 points, centered.
· Abstract length and content
Each paper should have an “abstract.” The abstract should be no more than 300 words, be self-contained, and should not require reading the full text to be understood. The abstract should describe the main objectives and scope of the work or the reasons for writing the paper; techniques or approaches adopted should be explained sufficiently to enable understanding; findings and conclusions should be presented briefly and informatively. The abstract should not contain undefined foreign terms, undefined abbreviations, references, equations, or lists. 
· Keywords: Write at least 3 and up to 5 keywords relevant to the topic.
· Paragraphs: 12 points, single spacing, justified. Do not indent; leave one line space between paragraphs. 
First Level Subtitle

(14 points, bold, first letters capitalized, centered on a separate line)
Second Level Subtitle

(12 points, bold, first letters capitalized, aligned to the left on a separate line)
Third Level Subtitle

(12 points, first letters capitalized, italic, aligned to the left on a separate line)
Fourth Level Subtitle (12 points, first letters capitalized, bold, on the same line as the text, extra character space should be left between the subtitle and the text)
Fifth Level Subtitle (12 points, first letters capitalized, italic, on the same line as the text, extra character space should be left between the subtitle and the text)
Bulleted and numbered lists: The first line should start 12.7 mm from the left margin; any part extending beyond the line should not start from the left margin.
· The line spacing between the various sections of the text is 12 points (see the sample paper page at the end of this file).

· Figures and tables
Figures and tables should be placed as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the text.
Figure 3. Examples of results.

Label each figure (12-point font). Place the figure label below the figure with a single space; end the figure label with a period. Refer to the figure by numbering it at a suitable location in the text. Number the figures sequentially, starting from where they first appear in the text. Center the figures and their labels. Photographs (in glossy and black and white) must be ready for printing.
Table 5 The Effects of All Factors

Give each table a title (12-point font). Place the table title above the table with a single space; end the table title with a period. Refer to the table by numbering it at a suitable location in the text. Number the tables sequentially, starting from where they first appear in the text. Center the tables and their titles. Use 10-point or larger font size and single spacing for all table elements. Use the same font for all tables. 
· Equations 
Equations should be numbered and right-aligned.
· Acknowledgements 

Authors of papers presenting research results supported by institutions/organizations must indicate this support at the end of the paper.
· Author Contribution Statement 
List the contributions of each author, such as problem statement, establishing the research hypothesis, literature review, developing methodology and analytical methods, performing calculations, and manuscript writing.
· References
References within the text: Ensure that every source referenced within the manuscript is included in the list of references (and vice versa). Unpublished results and personal communications should not be included in the list of references; however, they may be mentioned within the text. References in press imply that the work has been accepted for publication.
Citing and listing internet sources: At least the full URL address must be provided. Other known information (author names, dates, reference to the original publication, etc.) should be provided additionally. Internet sources may be listed either under a separate title (e.g., after the list of references) or within the list of references, as desired.  
Manuscript: Displaying reference citations within the manuscript: 
1. In single-author publications, the author's last name and year of publication; 
2. For publications with two authors, the last names of both authors and the year of publication; 
3. For publications with three or more authors, the last name of the first author followed by “et al.” and the year of publication. 
References may be cited directly or in parentheses. If there are multiple sources by the same author, they should be listed first alphabetically, then chronologically. Examples: “as shown (Allan, 1996a, 1996b, 1999; Allan and Jones, 1995). Kramer et al. (2000) have recently demonstrated.” 

Listing references: References should first be arranged alphabetically, then chronologically if necessary (if there are multiple references by the same author). If the same author(s) have multiple publications in the same year, the references should be distinguished by the letters “a”, ‘b’, “c”, etc., placed after the publication year.
